Installing the Stand

1. Place the box on a flat, stable surface and open the front flap of the box to reveal
the contents. Remove the top tray.

2. Remove the monitor stand’s base and neck. Align and connect the two (2) points
on the monitor stand’s base with the monitor stand’s neck.
